The Battle of the Books is a competition for any student who can 

read chapter books at a second grade level or higher.  There is a 

separate list for each level.  The competitions will be held in May. 

     This is an optional activity for our students that love reading, 

competing and/or prizes!  There will be trophies for the 1st, 2nd 

and 3rd place winners in every level, medals for 4th and 5th place, 

and certificates for all participants.   

 

Each student that wishes to compete must read all six books on 

this list that has been assigned by their teacher.   

 

After reading each book, the AR test must be taken and passed 

with at least a 60%.  The students must print off their AR list 

of books and then highlight the six books they read. Then, 

turn the list in to Mrs. Ollerton for the 2nd and 3rd levels, 

and Mrs. Lind for the 4th and 5th levels, in order to enter the 

competition.  If a student does not pass a test, he/she can re-

read the book, have the teacher delete the test, and try again. 

No student will be able to compete without this document! 

 

Students can check all of these books out of our school library.  

There are multiple copies.   During the competition, students will 

be asked comprehension questions from all six books.  Points will 

be tallied, and the winner will be the student who can answer the 

most questions correctly.
